Association of Government Accountants (AGA) Denver Chapter

Chapter Executive Committee (CEC)/Board of Directors (BOD) Meeting

August 4, 2008
CEC/BOD Attendees:  President Doug Griffin, President-Elect Eric Johnson, Vice President- Professional Development Debra Clark,  Vice President Communications Sally Symanski, Treasurer Cheryl Thomason, Regional Vice President Karla Gomez-Meyer, Director Membership Michele Dimodica, Director Interagency Relations Brad Gunther, and Regional Vice President-Elect Glen Struemph,  Past President Jeff Hart, .
The meeting opened with a voting quorum at 5:35 p.m. at the Colorado Public Employees’ Retirement Association, 1301 Pennsylvania in Denver.

1. Meeting minutes from the 7 July, 2008 CEC/BOD meeting were amended to remove statement about Lynne Davis as Regional Coordinator of Chapter Development and Assistance.  Minutes were approved as amended.
2. Brad Gunther, the new Director for Interagency Relations was introduced to the Board.  Jeff Hart discussed AGA’s efforts to promote intergovernmental relations.  Brad’s task is to identify the various types of government bodies in the metro area, who’s doing what and what can our AGA chapter do with them.  Sally Symanski mentioned that her office has a complete list of the over 2900 government entities that report to the state.
3. Eric Johnson reported the PDC was very good and the keynote speakers were exceptional.  He observed the training sessions were more focused on the federal sector that the state/local.  He attended several chapter leadership training sessions  and got some good ideas.  He stressed we should begin now to work on our program for the year.  He also said we should know our membership and their needs. 

4. Sally Symanski reported she sent the ‘July’ newsletter to Karl Greve today.
5. Doug presented information about the Association of Certified Fraud Examiners Colorado Chapter conference Oct 21-22, 2008.  Doug will offer to put ACFE information out to our membership in exchange for reciprocal distribution of AGA PDC information to ACFE membership. 
6.  Michelle Dimodica, Membership Director, said the chapter membership is down a net total of 39 for the year.  Karla presented information that AGA does not offer an ‘inactive’ membership status.  If a member does not pay their annual membership renewal they automatically are placed in an inactive status.  If the former member pays the membership fee at a later time they will retain their membership number but they will get a new membership starting date.  Karla also reported most AGA chapters have a membership drive in the fall and that AGA will provide funding support for membership drives if requested.  There is more information about membership successful practices on the AGA website.  Karla went to the Denver Federal Center with Miriam Banach to give a presentation about AGA and one person expressed interest in the Early Careers membership.  

7. Debra Clark reported she had a great time at the PDC and got several potential speaker contacts.  She took all 3 CGFM exams while at the PDC.
8. Cheryl Thomason reported she needs to meet with Doug and James Caldwell to get the bank signatures up to date.  The budget for 08-09 will be discussed at the next board meeting.

9. Doug will contact Embassy Suites and Sheraton West to explore possibilities for hosting the next chapter PDC 

10. Doug presented Jennifer Leone’s request for agency contacts to help with distributing chapter information at agencies.  Jennifer also suggested the chapter should consider using Meetup.com to distribute information such as monthly luncheons and next year’s PDC information.

11. Doug presented Jeremy Cockrum’s report.  Jeremy has volunteered to serve on the AGA National Emerging Leaders Focus Group.  Jeremy will present more information at the September BOD meeting on Metro State and CU-Denver accounting related activities (i.e., mock interviews, resume reviews).  Jeremy may request assistance to help with these activities.  Jeremy wants to host a social event for early career members and potential members.

12.  Karla suggested the Chapter By-Laws need to be reviewed and updated.  Doug agreed to take action to review and update the By-Laws.
13. Doug passed out Scholarship information from Debra Haynes.  This will be discussed at the next BOD.
14. The board voted to pay for 6 audio conferences for the coming year.  The audio conference dates agreed upon were September 10 and  November 12, (08) and February 11 , March 11, April 8, and May 13 (09).

15. Jeff Hart provided information about the Chapter Challenge at the PDC and the BOD voted to send National $100 for the Chapter Challenge.

16. Jeff Hart noted that AGA will again be helping out with Habitat for Humanity in New Orleans the last week in April 2009.
17. Jeff Hart discussed Chapter Recognition and suggested local chapter awards can be submitted to AGA National by October 16.  

18. The American Society of Women Accountants is holding a ‘Student Night” meeting 21 October.  The BOD voted to pay $225 for a vendor table for the chapter.

19. The meeting adjourned at 7:05 pm.  The next CEC/BOD meeting is scheduled for 5:30pm Monday, September 8th,  2008 at Colorado PERA office at 1301 Pennsylvania in Denver.
