6.  Brad Gunther had no report for Intergovernmental Affairs. 
7. Jim Herbic will prepare a TARP fund report for the next newsletter.

8. Debra Haynes presented a revised scholarship application program.  Scholarship applications will be accepted through the end of April and presented to the board in May.  The board will decide in May how the $2200 scholarship budget will be distributed.
9. The next audio conference is on April 8th at Simms Landing. Doug reported that Simms Landing is changing to an upscale steakhouse marketing strategy and will not be an option for future chapter luncheons after May.  A new meeting location on the near the Federal Center will be sought.
