Chapter Executive Committee (CEC)/Board of Directors (BOD) Meeting

Jan 11, 2010
CEC/BOD Attendees:  President Eric Johnson, President-elect Jeremy Cockrum, Secretaries Gail Bruce and Donna Piazza, Treasurer Doug Griffin, Vice Presidents-PDC Cheri Frazell and Kari Grimshaw, Vice President-Communications Laverle Kepler,  Director for Employment Brad Gunther, Regional Vice President Glen Struemph.
The meeting opened at 5:35 p.m. at the Colorado State Auditors Hearing Room, 200 East 14th Avenue, in Denver.  All present accepted the minutes from the December, 2009 meeting.
1. Eric Johnson had no old business to discuss 
2. Jeremy Cockrum brought up the Organization/Certification night at Metro State.  This is on the meeting agenda for later discussion.

3. Doug Griffin passed out the treasurer’s reports for November and December 2009.  The November balance was $15,272.50, and the December balance was $15,376.22.  Reconciliations were distributed to the board members.  Laverle Kepler made a motion to accept the November and December Treasurer’s reports, and Gail Bruce seconded it.
4. Laverle has to do a newsletter this weekend, and Eric will revise it.  Laverle does not know what to do to get more articles for the newsletter.  Cheri Frazell suggested an article on emerging issues.  Cheri will also submit the PDC information for inclusion in the newsletter.
5. Donna Piazza submitted the recognition data for 2nd quarter.  There was not enough interest in CGFM classes to pursue holding a session.  The socks were delivered to the Sable Care Center.
6. Brad Gunther has no report.

7. Cheri stated she has emailed out PDC fliers, registration forms, and draft itineraries.  There will be breakouts for Federal, State and Local government employees at the PDC.  She requested assistance in getting flyers out, and sending out more publicity on the PDC so there is more exposure.  Brad volunteered to get the word out in Denver, Eric will take care of State offices, Cheri will contact DFEB, and we will ask Beth Machann to publicize the PDC in Denver offices.  
8. Cheri discussed the draft contract with the Red Lion for the PDC.  The contract states that a minimum of $3,000 would be spent on food; that the conference rooms would be provided gratis, as long as the $3,000 was spent on food.  It requests an $8,000 deposit, which is very high.  Doug requested a report stating projected costs and revenues from the PDC.  The board all agreed that the $8,000 deposit was too high.  Doug will check a few other hotels and determine what current procedures are, and then Cheri can negotiate the amount for the deposit.  She will send the information to Doug and Eric.
9. We have a projector and laptop for the January members’ meeting, but possibly need a screen.  The Hampton Inn might have one in the room.
10. Brad Gunther brought up the January brown bag meeting, which is an extra audio conference on January 27th, about the President’s executive order to reduce improper payments and eliminate waste.  He will research whether we can find another group to share the meeting with, to cut costs for our chapter.
11. Eric received an ad for another event at Metro State, but was not sure whether it was replacing the Government night on Feb 5th, or was a separate event. The brochure states that there will be panel discussions, presentations, and tables set up.  He will send the most recent information to Doug.  (Since then he has determined that the March event is different than the February event.)
12. Glen Struemph stated that the SLM is on Friday, May 14 and Saturday, May 15 in Kansas City.  The deadline for RSVP’s is March 19th.  Board members, particularly president-elects, are welcome to attend, and so are Regional Board members.
13. Glen also discussed the new online method of receiving our CPE for audio conferences.  We will receive a PIN at the meeting, and then can go online to get our CPE documentation.

14. Glen mentioned that the National Leadership Conference is on February 18th and 19th, in Washington DC.  If any Board members are interested in going, they should let us know.  The Chapter President and President-Elect have gone in the past.  Doug moved to sponsor one Board member for the conference.  The motion was seconded by Jeremy Cockrum.  That person will be selected at the discretion of our president.  The deadline for requests is January 22nd.
15. Glen mentioned that our chapter needs a nominating committee for the next election, since several Board members will be moving or retiring this year.  We usually have a nominating committee of 3 people.  Also, we have 27 chapter members in suspended status.  Laverle asked if there is a retired status for CGFMs.  

16. Cheri Frazell made a motion that we provide one free seat for Fish and Wildlife at the next audio conference.  They have been very cooperative in allowing her to work on the PDC while at the office.  The motion was passed by a unanimous vote.

17. The February meeting will be on February 1st at the CO State Auditors.
