Chapter Executive Committee (CEC)/Board of Directors (BOD) Meeting

March 2, 2009

The meeting opened at 5:40 p.m. at the Colorado State Auditors Hearing Room, 200 East 14th Avenue, in Denver.  All present accepted the minutes from the February, 2009 meeting.
1. Eric Johnson spoke for Sally Symanski.  All submissions for March newsletter are due by March 18th. 

2. Doug talked about the upcoming Denver PDC.  Metro, Regis and DeVry are all options.  We could use the Atrium at DeVry for our large sessions. It was decided that we would use DeVry, and the dates for the PDC were set on May 13 and 14.  We will need a good sound system in the atrium at DeVry.  Davis Audio, at 120th and Pecos, was recommended.  Doug will check that out.  We will use the AGA May audio conference for 2 CPE on May 13th, since we have already signed up for it.
3. Doug spoke for Jeremy Cockrum.  There is a balance of $22,233 in our account.  The February luncheon brought in $900 and expenses were $1,000, so our chapter subsidized it.  We have had very good turnout at our luncheon seminars.
4. Cheri Frazell said we have had 4 applications for the community service project in New Orleans.  They are Jeremy Nash, of KPMG; Yong Hi Bae; Donna Crofts, of Denver Community Service; and Ton Lix, of NBC.  A motion was made by Laverle Kepler to sponsor all four applicants.  It was seconded by Debra Clark, and approved by all present.  Kari will contact Jeff Hart and he can find out about rooms and inform the applicants.
5. Julia Shively reported that we have no students attending the March luncheon at the reduced rate of $10 so far.  Doug asked her to let Greg Cliffey put out word to students in the Accounting Department at Metro.
6. Brad Gunther spoke for Jim Herbic on emerging issues, there was nothing to report.  Debra Clark brought up the issue of XRBL (eXtensible Reporting Business Language). National did a seminar on it at the PDC.  Doug suggested she share that will Jim Herbic.
7. The board discussed PDC topic ideas, suggesting seminars on the Recovery Act, and tracking grant and stimulus funds.
8. Doug asked if someone could take care of the cash at our next luncheon.  Laverle tentatively volunteered for that.
9. Glen Struemph will be reviewing scholarship applications.  Some ASMC scholarship applications were delivered to our post office box, so we will send them to ASMC.  Doug suggested awarding them from AGA too.

10. Gail Bruce volunteered to fill the vacant spot for Director of Recognition.  The board suggested she call the national office for information on how to track recognition.
11. Kari Grimshaw had nothing to report.
12. Debra Clark is having problems with our internet link.
13. Glen Struemph discussed the regional SLM, which is on May 1st and 2nd, at the Denver Airport Marriot at Gateway.  He said we need to get our applications in quickly.  The sessions start at 8am, and will include breakout sessions for chapter president-elects, early career, CGFM, education, etc.  The people doing the seminars put on SLMs in regions all over the country.  You have the opportunity to meet board members from other chapters and get ideas from them.
14. The next two audio conferences are on March 11th and April 8th.

15. Eric moved to close the meeting and Debra seconded the motion.
